Young Aagya Kaur: Magical Sewa Day 
Characters:
Aagya Kaur: 8 years old with a dumalla, and blue frock suit.
Agampreet Kaur: Aagya’s mom, who has a blue suit and round dastar
Dadi Ji: Aagya’s Dadi Ji (gramma) with a white suit, round dumalla, and glasses
Gurcharan Singh: Aagya Kaurs dad, has a pag, and is wearing a shirt.
Agaaz Singh: Small 3 year old, with a full kids pajama suit.
Random Man 1: Paag guy, wearing a kurta pajama
Random Man 2: Paag guy wearing a kurta pajama
Random Man 3: Paag guy wearing a kurta pajama
Bird: Sweet voice, small blue bird
Puppy: Soft puppy voice, golden retriever 
(A soft sound plays)
Narrator: It’s 5 am…. and the young 8-year-old Aagya Kaur, who has a beautiful dumala and a nice frock suit is sitting on her bed facing the window finishing up her nitnem. 
Aagya Kaur: ... Vaheguru Ji Ka Khalsa, Vaheguru Ji Ki fateh!
Narrator: Aagya Kaur opens her eyes, while a sunbeam shines at her face. Amrit vela has now ended and Aagya Kaur makes her way down to see her mata ji in her blue suit making food.
(Sound of footsteps in the back)
Aagya Kaur: Vaheguru Ji Ka Khalsa Vaheguru Ji ke Fateh!
Agampreet (Aagya Kaur’s mom): Vaheguru Ji ka khalsa Vaheguru ji ki fateh Aagya Kaur. 
Agampreet: How come you're awake so early?
Aagya Kaur: Mata Ji, you know today when I woke up I was thinking that maybe I should go and do some sewa and the local Gurdwara. 
Agampreet: Oh wow, that’s great, it’s always good to do sewa
Aagya Kaur:  Ohh wow I smell those yummy allu de paranthe! Now I wanna eat mata ji! 
Agampreet: For sure, let’s eat!
Narrator: Aagya Kaur makes her way to the dining table, while her grandma comes downstairs wearing her white suit.
Dadi Ji: Oh vah Aagya Kaur, you’re here before me!
Aagya Kaur: DADI JII!!!
Narrator: Aagya Kaur goes and hugs her Dadi Ji with excitement
Aagya Kaur: I want to go do some sewa at the Gurdwara. Would you please come along with me? Please Please, please!
Dadi Ji: Okay Okay! Now let's hurry up and eat to have more time to do all the sewa!
(Soft Music plays while they eat)
Narrator: Aagya Kaur and her Dadi Ji go back to the dining table and they hurry up and finish their breakfast.
(Footsteps comes)
Narrator: Aagya Kaur’s Pita Ji comes holding her young brother Agaaz's finger.
Aagya Kaur: Vahguru ji ka khalsa Vaheguru Ji ki fateh. Pita Ji, I and Dadi Ji are going to do some sewa in the langar hall, okay bye! AND BYEE AGAAZ SINGH! (She yells as she leaves the house)
Gurcharan Singh (Aagya Kaur’s dad): Vaheguru JI Ka Khalsa, Vaheguru Ji Ki Fateh (he says quickly,) OHhayyy Bye puttar ji!
Narrator: Aagya Kaur runs outside and spots a bird, Aagya Kaur loves animals. She thinks why not start her sewa by feeding the bird?
Aagya Kaur: Dadi Ji! Look, I see a bird here! I’m sure it will like some bird food.
Dadi Ji: Okay! But be careful so it doesn’t run away!
Narrator: Aagya Kaur doesn’t hear that, and she runs towards the bird, but sadly the bird flew away and that made Aagya kaur sad.
Dadi ji: Oh ho, it’s okay Aagya Kaur come here.
Aagya Kaur: But Dadi Ji, why did the bird run away? I was only going to give her food. 
Dadi Ji: Aagya Kaur… others don’t always think the way you're thinking, that’s why you have to go slowly! 
Narrator: Aagya Kaur doesn’t quite understand her Dadi Ji.
Aagya: Huh? But why doesn’t the bird know that I was giving her food?
Dadi Ji: Puttar Ji, because the bird doesn’t know you yet! You will have to become friends with the bird first.
Aagya Kaur: Okayy Dadi Ji! I’ll become friends with the bird next time I see her…..But ... .How will I be her friend if the bird can't talk to me?
Dadi Ji: Hahaha you have so many questions, Aagya Kaur!
(They start walking on the sidewalk and walking sounds play slowly in the background)
Dadi Ji: Hmm well how do you talk to Vaheguru ji?
Aagya Kaur: I talk to Vaheguru through my Ardaas, and Vaheguru Ji talks back to me with the Hukamnama!
Dadi Ji: Excellent, that's amazing Aagya Kaur, now if you want to talk to the bird just talk from your heart!
Aagya Kaur: What? From my heart? How will I talk from my heart?
Dadi Ji: Oh ho Aagya Kaur! So many questions. How about this when you see another animal you try to talk to it through your heart! And maybe if you do it right the animal might understand you!
(The walking sound gets louder as they stop talking)
Narrator: Aagya Kaur was pleased, now she was waiting to see another animal she could talk to!
(Walking sound Stops)
Narrator: Aagya Kaur and her Dadi Ji have reached the Gurdwara, they are ready to have an amazing sewa day!
(Kirtan playing as they enter the gurdwara)
Narrator: They go to the gurdwara and Matha Tek, then do parkrama! Parkarma is when you walk around Guru Granth Sahib Ji and purify your body. 
Aagya Kaur: Hmmm dadi Ji this Parshaad is so good!
Dadi Ji: Yes! That’s because when they make parshad they make sure to do a lot of path, and then Guru blesses the parshad. 
Narrator: Aagya Kaur, learns a lot of new things by going to the gurdwara! She wants to hurry up and eat her parshad to go do her sewa. 
(They walk out of the gurdwara and the kirtan gets quieter)
Dadi Ji: Aagya Kaur what sewa do you want to do first?
Aagya Kaur: Hmm, Ohh I know I want to do langar sewa.
Dadi Ji: Okay let’s go.
Narrator: They both go and wash their hands to be clean and move their chunni’s to the side. Dadi Ji gives Aagya Kaur a big bunch of parshade.
Aagya Kaur: Oh woah! Dadi Ji what if I drop these?
Dadi Ji: Don’t worry I’ll be behind you to help you out! Now make sure you say “parshade Vaheguru”. 
Aagya Kaur: Dadi Ji, why must I add Waheguru?
Dadi Ji: Puttar ji in a gurdwara everyone is equal, so you always want to do sewa of people as if you are doing sewa to Vaheguru Ji!
Aagya Kaur: Ohhhh yeah now I get it! Just like the bird, maybe if I saw Vaheguru Ji through the bird I would have gone slowly and then it would have eaten the food!
Dadi Ji: Haha Hanji! You're right puttar ji! 
Narrator: Aagya Kaur started her sewa, she was making sure to say Vaheguru to everyone sitting.
(A small puppy barking noise)
Aagya Kaur: huh? What was that noise?
Narrator: Aagya Kaur stopped, as she heard a small puppy barking!
Dadi Ji: What happened to puttar ji?
Aagya Kaur: I’m sure I heard a puppy!
Narrator: Without hesitating Aagya Kaur gave the parshade to her Dadi ji, and ran to find the puppy.
(A Lot of people talking at once)
Narrator: Aagya kaur comes to find a huge crowd and she tries to peek through and see the puppy. To her surprise, there were 2 puppies! Aagya Kaur felt sad for them, they were probably all alone here!
Random man 1: Hey move back! Everyone move back! Sho sho!
Narrator: The man was trying to get the puppies out of here! Aagya kaur knew this was wrong so she yelled:
Aagya Kaur: STOPPPP!
Narrator: It became all silent!
Aagya Kaur: Uhh, I was just trying to say to not push the puppy's back! They are probably so hungry!
Random man 2: You’re just a kid you don’t know anything!
Narrator: Aagya Kaur was furious knowing they didn’t believe her only because of her age!
Aagya Kaur: That’s not true! I know that everyone is allowed in the langar. Whether it is an animal also!!
Random Man 1: These puppies are random street dogs, they can’t come in the Gurdwara!
Narrator: Aagya Kaur’s Dadi came to her knowing she might have caused a problem.
Dadi Ji: Aagya Kaur! You can’t just leave your langar sewa!
Aagya Kaur: I’m sorry Dadi Ji! But these people are kicking out these poor puppies, who came here for food.
Random man 1: Auntie Ji, please tell your granddaughter. We have already decided, she is just a kid she doesn’t know anything yet!
Aagya Kaur: I’m sure if Guru Ji was here he could also take my side! You can’t underestimate me because of my age!
(A woosh sound came)
Narrator: Just as she said that! Everything had frozen! And the bird that got scared from Aagya kaur and flew away is now back!
Aagya Kaur: WHATT!! This can’t be real. I'm dreaming.
Bird: No you're not!
Narrator: Aagya Kaur was stunned to find a sweet voice coming from the sky! Aagya Kaur looked up and yelled!
Aagya Kaur: AHAHAAH! WHa huh who…. Huh??
Bird: Don’t be scared! You remember me right? Guru Ji sent me here to help you out!
Aagya Kaur: WOAHH! That’s Crazy and Cool!! Wait, Guru Ji knows me!?
Bird: Hahaha What a silly question! You do so much path, Guru Ji sees you every day!
Aagya Kaur: WOwww! That makes me feel so special! 
Bird: Yes! And you’re special because you’re just a small girl but you stood up for the right thing!
Aagya Kaur: Yeah! But no one believes me! 
Bird: Yes I know! Guru Ji sent me so I can tell you that you will have to use your power for this!
Aagya Kaur: POWER?? I never had power!!!
Bird: Oh yes you did, but now you have to figure out what it was! Oh, but I can give you a hint! It started with the walk with your Dadi Ji! NOW BYE!
(Whooshing sound) 
Narrator: Aagya Kaur was once again stunned to speak! She just had to figure out what power she had!
Dadi Ji: Aagya Kaur! Aagya Kaur! What are you thinking about? Come on, let's go home now!
Aagya Kaur: Dadi Ji! I have power!!
Dadi Ji: What? Yea uh sure okay now let’s go home okay? We can come tomorrow!
Aagya Kaur: Noo noo Dadi ji! Wait! I have to think about my power!
Dadi Ji: Puttar Ji!
Aagya Kaur: Oh wait! You remember when you told me to speak from my heart and I can talk to animals! Maybe that’s my power! 
Narrator: Aagya Kaur, makes her way in the middle. She looks into the puppy's eyes! And talks to him through her mind.
Aagya Kaur: *Thinking in her mind* Oh please talk to me puppies, you don’t want us to hurt us! You are hungry right? That’s why you came here!
Narrator: Aagya Kaur was starting to rethink if this could even happen, but she remembered what the bird had said and she knew it was the right thing to do! 
(Intense music plays)
Narrator: She was giving all her power with her eyes closed! And all of a sudden she heard a voice!
Puppy: Please people! We don’t wanna hurt you, we just want to eat some food!
Aagya Kaur: Awahh! Haha it actually worked, I knew it! It’s okay, puppies! I will give you some food! I just need you to trust me okay?
Puppy: What? Do you hear me??
Aagya Kaur: Yes I have earned the power to understand animals because of my honesty and bravery! Now do you trust me?
Puppy: YES! I do!
Narrator: Aagya Kaur stands on the table and grabs everyone's attention!
Aagya Kaur: EVERYONE LISTEN!
Dadi Ji: Oh ho! What is this girl up to?
Narrator: Aagya Kaur was going to yell! Then she remembered what her grandma had said: (In Dadi Ji’s voice) “ Others don’t always think the way you're thinking, that’s why you have to go slowly! ” Aagya Kaur takes a deep breath and says:
Aagya Kaur: As a gursikh… I know we should never let anyone starve! I understood the puppy, and they meant no harm! 
Random man 1: What? how did you talk to this animal?
Aagya Kaur: I’ll show you! Come here puppy!
Narrator: With surprise, the puppy came to her!
Everyone Talking at once: What? Wow? How did this happen? Huh?
Aagya Kaur: That's because I earned their trust! We as Sikhs should know to treat everyone as if they were Vaheguru! Even if they look different or even are different! And even if they're animals!
Random Guy 3: She is right! I’m with you!
Everyone: Yes yes! We are with you!
Random Guy 1: Alright Fine! I guess we can do this much for them.
Narrator: Aagya Kaur’s Dadi ji couldn’t have been more proud! They all got together and they made a little place for animals to come eat at the Gurdwara showing that anyone can come. Even little children can make a big impact! 
Narrator: It gets dark Aagya Kaur and Dadi Ji, head back home!
(Walking sound in the background)
Dadi Ji: Aagya Kaur, how did you understand the animals??
Aagya Kaur: Just like you said Dadi Ji! Use your heart! Look, we're home, let me tell mata ji!
Aagya Kaur: MATA JI MATA JI! You won’t believe what happened!
Agampreet: Oh Aayga Kaur! Slow down! Yes, tell me what happened!
Aagya Kaur: I have power!! I can understand animals!
Agampreet: (Says Sarcastically) Umm OHhhhhhh wowww! That’s so cool! Hmm, now which animals can you understand?
Aagya Kaur: All of them!
Agampreet: OHh yeah okay it’s been a long day now you need some sleep, come on Agaaz Singh.
Agaaz: Wow you can understand animals bhenji!
Aagya Kaur: Yesss, I can Agaaz.
(Walking upstairs noise)
Aagya Kaur: (while walking upstairs)Even Dadi Ji saw me call an animal.
Dadi Ji: Yeah it was shocking!
Agampreet: Mummy Ji, do you believe her?
Dadi Ji: No actually Agampreet, I saw it with my own eyes! It was like the puppy understands her!
Agampreet: Okay! I think you all need to sleep, let's go!
Narrator: All of them head upstairs, and Aagya kaur and Agaaz Singh go to sleep right away!
